CITY OF GREENDALE
CABIN RENTAL AGREEMENT

The City of Greendale, Indiana and the undersigned renter, hereby agree that the renter shall rent from the City, the Greendale Cabin facility under the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.

WITNESSETH:

The parties agree as follows:

1. All contracts or agreements for the rental of a park facility of the City of Greendale, Indiana must be filed with the Clerk-Treasurer at his/her office at Greendale City Hall.

2. The undersigned renter agrees to pay a total rental fee of $______________ ($___________ Rental Fee/$_______________ Deposit) for the rental of the facility, which shall be the rental fee for a _____________ hour event, with the exception that for an evening event or reservation the event and facility must be closed no later than 1:00 a.m.  The renter is required to ensure that the facility is locked and secured by the end of any event.
3. At the time of the reservation, a rental agreement must be completed by the individual responsible for the rental of the facility, and a $__________________ deposit paid.

4. The rental fee must be paid at least 10 business days prior to the date of the scheduled reservation or you the renter shall sacrifice the $85.00 deposit.
5. If the event for which the reservation has been made is open to the public, it is recommended that uniformed security personnel be employed by the renter, at the renter’s expense for crowd control.  At least one security person are recommended for events expected to draw less than one hundred (100) persons (150 maximum) in attendance.  If the event is one in which the renter is serving, selling of permitting the consumption of alcoholic beverages, then the renter MUST employ, at the sole expense of the renter, the appropriate number of security personnel as hereinabove set forth, to be present during the entire event.  All security personnel are to be secured and approved through the Chief of Police of the City of Greendale, Indiana.  Under no circumstances shall alcoholic beverages be permitted outside the facility and the renter shall be responsible for advising all security employed for the event of this condition.  The renter must post the permit in a conspicuous place.
6. If alcoholic beverages are to be sold or provided by the renter, or have any alcohol at all in the cabin, it is the responsibility of the renter to secure all applicable permits and to ensure that all laws governing the serving, providing and consumption of alcoholic beverages are strictly followed and enforced.
7. The renter shall be responsible for the cleanup of Greendale Cabin, which shall be completed by 7:00 am on the next day immediately following the date of the reservation.  If not cleaned as agreed to by City Management or the key not returned, the renter forfeits his/her deposit.

8. The renter shall indemnify and hold harmless the City of Greendale, Indiana for any personal injuries the facility by the renter or as a result, direct or indirect, whether or not the renter directly caused the damage.

9. Renter shall be solely responsible to the City of Greendale, Indiana for damage to property owned by the city, which occurs the use of the facility by the renter whether or not the renter directly caused the damage.

10. Renter shall not use the facility for any use which is illegal or which is not permitted by law or which violates the rules and the regulations of the City of Greendale Park and Recreation Department or which is prevented or restricted by any local ordinance or by any State or Federal law or regulation.

11. Renter agrees to follow and abide by all rules, regulations of the City of Greendale Park and the conditions set forth in this agreement.

12. Renter hereby agrees to pay the City of Greendale the following rental fee, clean up fee, and/or damages for the reservation of the Greendale Cabin facility on the date hereinafter designated.

13. Shelter House will be rented after agreement has been signed for $25.00.

14. If your event is catered, State of Indiana requires using a licensed Caterer.  A copy will be required.
