ORDINANCE 2004-3-2

ORDINANCE ADOPTING SCHEDULE OF FEES
FOR TRANSIENT MERCHANTS

WHEREAS, the Town Council of Winona Lake, Indiana, desires to assess, charge, collect fees for transient merchants;

WHEREAS, the Town Council of Winona Lake, Indiana has determined that the adoption is necessary to protect the public health and safety of the Town and to cover the costs of these merchants,


NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Town Council of Winona Lake, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1.
Fees 

A.
The license fee for a transient merchant is Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) for each license, all payable to the Clerk-Treasurer of the town.
B.  Each license shall be valid for one event.  Each event may extend to a concurring seventy-two (72) hour period.
C.
If the merchant uses electricity provided by the Town, an additional fee of Ten Dollars ($10.00) will be assessed to the merchant for any part of each day beginning at 8 a.m. to midnight.
Section 2.
Effective Date

This Ordinance will become effective upon its adoption and legal publication.

Section 3.
Severability

Each and every part of this ordinance is severable, so that if one part is determined unenforceable, the remainder of the ordinance shall remain in full for force and effect.
Section 4.
Repealed

All parts of ordinances in conflict therewith are hereby repealed.
