UNION CITY, INDIANA ORDINANCE #2007-02
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE VILLAGE OF UNION CITY, OHIO, AND THE CITY OF UNION CITY, INDIANA, CONCERNING THE PROVISION OF MUNICPAL UTILITIES TO INCLUDE WATER, WASTEWATER, AND THE COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE.

WHEREAS, the Council of the Corporation of Union City, Ohio desires to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with the City of Union City, Indiana concerning the provision of municipal utilities.  

WHEREAS, the Common Council of  Union City, Indiana  desires to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with the Village of Union City, Ohio concerning the provision of municipal utilities.

WHEREAS, the Council of the Corporation of Union City, Ohio and the Common Council of the City of Union City, Indiana hereby recognize that new municipal utility customers frequently relocate into either the Village of Union City, Ohio or the City of Union City, Indiana from a previous address located in either the Village of Union City, Ohio or the City of Union City, Indiana. 

WHEREAS, the Council of the Corporation of Union City, Ohio and the Common Council of the City of Union City, Indiana hereby recognize that some of the new municipal utility customers leave unpaid obligations to either the Village of Union City, Ohio or the City of Union City, Indiana, when said customers relocate to either community from said communities. 

WHEREAS, the Council of the Corporation of Union City, Ohio and the Common Council of the City of Union City, Indiana hereby recognize that flight from one corporation to the other by utility customers leaving outstanding receivables creates an unreasonable financial burden on the pubic utilities from each municipality. 

WHEREAS, the Council of the Corporation of Union City, Ohio and the Common Council of the City of Union City, Indiana desire to insure the financial solvency of their perspective municipal utilities, by reducing the frequency of these outstanding receivables. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the Corporation of Union City, Darke County, Ohio, and the Common Council of the City of Union City, Randolph County, Indiana as follows:

SECTION I: The Council of the Corporation of Union City, Ohio and the Common Council of the City of Union City, Indiana desire to enter into an intergovernmental agreement concerning the provision of municipal utilities to include water, wastewater, and the collection of solid waste.  

SECTION II: The Village of Union City, Ohio hereby agrees to ask any new municipal utility customer about the presence of any unresolved outstanding municipal utility bill with the City of Union City, Indiana and then attempt to confirm the new customer’s said status with the administrative offices of the City of Union City, Indiana prior to providing municipal utility services to said customer. 

SECTION III: The City of Union City, Indiana hereby agrees to ask any new municipal utility customer about the presence of any unresolved outstanding municipal utility bill with the Village of Union City, Ohio and then attempt to confirm the new customer’s said status with the administrative offices of the Village of Union City, Ohio prior to providing municipal utility services to said customer. 

SECTION IV:  The Village of Union City, Ohio hereby agrees to refuse service to any municipal utility customer applicant, if said applicant or any member of said household above the age of eighteen (18) possess an unresolved delinquent municipal utility bill in the City of Union City, Indiana until said outstanding receivable is paid in full.

SECTION V: The City of Union City, Indiana hereby agrees to refuse service to any municipal utility customer applicant, if said applicant or any member of said household above the age of eighteen (18) possess an unresolved delinquent municipal utility bill in the Village of Union City, Ohio until said outstanding receivable is paid in full.

SECTION VI: The Village of Union City, Ohio hereby agrees to disconnect service to any municipal utility customer, if said customer or any member of said household above the age of eighteen (18) is determined to have an unresolved delinquent municipal utility bill in the City of Union City, Indiana. Service will be disconnected following a ten (10) day written notice sent to the Union City, Ohio utility service address. Said service will be disconnected and remain disconnected until the outstanding receivable is paid in full.

SECTION VII:  The City of Union City, Indiana hereby agrees to disconnect service to any municipal utility customer, if said customer or any member of said household above the age of eighteen (18) is determined to have an unresolved delinquent municipal utility bill in the Village of Union City, Ohio. Service will be disconnected following a ten (10) day written notice sent to the Union City, Indiana utility service address. Said service will be disconnected and remain disconnected until the outstanding receivable is paid in full.

SECTION VIII: The Village of Union City, Ohio agrees that a written or verbal certification issued by the City of Union City, Indiana is necessary prior to providing municipal utility services to new customers or reconnecting said municipal services to current customers. 

SECTION IX: The City of Union City, Indiana agrees that a written or verbal certification issued by the Village of Union City, Ohio is necessary prior to providing municipal utility services to new customers or reconnecting said municipal services to current customers. 

SECTION X: The Village of Union City, Ohio and the City of Union City, Indiana are resolved to abide by the terms set forth in this agreement, unless either party desire to vacate said agreement by providing a thirty (30) day written notice to the other party. 

SECTION XI:  This ordinance shall take effect and be in force as described by the Ohio Revised Code and the Indiana Code upon its passage.
