WHEREAS, There are times for the needed usage of a credit card for business related 
services; and 

WHEREAS, The Town Council hereby authorizes the Clerk-Treasurer to hold and 
control the usage of said credit card; and 

WHEREAS, The employee user will be required to state the purpose for which the card 
will be issued and then sign the credit card out, once the purpose for which the card was 
issued is accomplished, the card should be returned to the designated official. It would 
go without saying; all costs incurred and charged with the credit card must be business 
related and not personal in nature. 

WHEREAS, All claims filed in connection with use of the credit cards must be itemized 
as provided in IC 5-11-10 before being approved and paid. If the claims are not itemized 
or properly documented, they will be returned to the employee user for correction. If an 
employee incurs any interest or penalty due to late filing or the furnishing of 
documentation, the employee will be held responsible for paying the interest or penalty 
charged. 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Churubusco; hereby allows the 
usage of paying claims filed in the proper manner with a credit card held by the Clerk- 
Treasurer of the Town of Churubusco.
