We have been advised by the Village of Union City, Ohio, that you have an outstanding utility bill in the amount of $81.99 due and owing to them since May 19, 2010.  

Please be advised that, in accordance with the jointly passed UNION CITY, OHIO, ORDINANCE 2007-07 and UNION CITY, INDIANA ORDINANCE 2007-02, I am notifying you that your water service with Union City, Indiana, will be terminated in ten (10) days if your outstanding bill with the Village of Union City, Ohio, has not been paid in full.  This is spelled out in Section VII of the ordinance as shown below:
SECTION VII:  The City of Union City, Indiana hereby agrees to disconnect service to any municipal utility customer, if said customer or any member of said household above the age of eighteen (18) is determined to have an unresolved delinquent municipal utility bill in the Village of Union City, Ohio. Service will be disconnected following a ten (10) day written notice sent to the Union City, Indiana utility service address. Said service will be disconnected and remain disconnected until the outstanding receivable is paid in full.
